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Curriculum News AUTUMN 1 
LITERACY, LANGUAGE & MATHS & NUMERACY COMMUNICATION 
PE -  FRIDAY  3TH and 3T
 
This term we will be focusing on developing our basic skills in reading  and writing. We will be reading and  interpreting a variety of texts, and  producing extended writing as part of  our lessons, in a range of genres. We will be focusing on character descriptions using descriptive language, making predictions to an ending, writing a diary, playscripts identifying facts and opinions this half term.  

We have high expectations for  handwriting and presentation, and we  will be developing these each week throughout  the term. 
We will be working on our speaking and listening skills through a range of oracy activities.  

There will be a big focus on  developing our core number and  place value skills during Autumn Term.  We will also be using our ‘Big  Maths Online’ tool that the children are fully engaged in!  We will also be developing our problem solving skills each week. We will also use TTRockstars to help our pupils which they can access at home too!
Spelling tests will take place every Friday - more information on this to follow.
