There should be...

a clear title to show what the text is about.

an opening paragraph introducing key issues/ summary of argument.

arguments for, with information.

arguments against, with information.

a conclusion - summary of key points.

my own view point.

the correct tense being used.

appropriate connectives used (e.g. therefore, however).
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
